Who should attend a Level 3 course

· Level 2 officials wishing to move on to level 3

· Level 3 officials that have transferred from old Grade 3.  They should attend the generic course, discipline specific and relevant technology module and complete the log book.  Completion of the log book includes obtaining 6 reports and 30 meetings.  Reports and meetings from the 2007 season can be used for the log book.

· Level 4 officials that have transferred from old Grade 2.  They should attend the generic course, discipline specific and relevant technology module.  They will not need to complete the log book but will need to submit their form 10 showing at least 30 meetings and complete the 6 reports.

· Level 5 officials that have transferred from old Grade 1.  They should attend the generic course, discipline specific and relevant technology module.  Officials will not have to complete the technology module but will only be recognised on the National list in their discipline not in the technology discipline.

Answers to possible questions

· Why havn’t the courses been located in more venues?

The course locations have been carefully selected to ensure that technology is available as well as suitable classroom space.  With the level 3 course it is imperative that we use venues that are close to a track in order to complete the technology modules.  It is very difficult to find venues that can offer all of these criteria.
